On September 16, 2021, Governor Newsom signed AB 361.  This legislation amends the Brown 
Act to allow meeting bodies subject to the Brown Act to meet via teleconference during a 
proclaimed state of emergency in accordance with teleconference procedures established by 
AB 361 rather than under the Brown Act’s more narrow standard rules for participation in a 
meeting by teleconference.  The Monterey County Health Officer has issued a recommendation 
for social distancing in legislative body meetings, so the first meeting after September 30, 2021, 
may be held without making findings. If the Board of Directors desires to continue to meet 
remotely via teleconference after that first meeting, the Board is required to make certain 
findings under AB 361 no later than 30 days after the first teleconference meeting held 
pursuant to AB 361, and every 30 days thereafter. Members of the public that wish to 
participate in a meeting may do so by joining the Zoom Webinar ID.

• The Advisory Committee met earlier this month and received the following

District Business  
• Our reroofing project will start on Tuesday, February 21. 
• The Special Districts Risk Management Authority is looking for nominations for their 

board of directors.  The nomination deadline is May 1, 2023.  I will email information to 
the board on how to submit nominations. 

• This is a reminder that board members can appoint up to two members to our Advisory 
Committee.  We’ve never had a full complement of members.  Although we are 
scheduled to meet each month, in practice our meetings occur about once a quarter.  
While board members typically appoint AC members, we have reached out to the public 
for citizens interested in serving on our Committee.  We have recently received an 
application from a resident in the City of Salinas.  If you are interested in reviewing his 
application, please let me know. 

• We are seeking two members for our Hearing Board, a medical professional, and a 
professional engineer. The Hearing Board is a quasi-judicial panel authorized to provide 
relief from MBARD permit conditions or regulations under certain circumstances. The 
application is available on our website.  

• A tree has been planted in front of our office honoring Doug Quetin, MBARD’s APCO 
from 1981-2008.  Doug passed away late last year at the age of 73. 

 
Engineering and Compliance 
• We have open positions for an engineer and inspector, application information is on our 

website. 
• Marina odors – I have a standing item to provide an update on odor complaints from 

residents in the City of Marina. Since the December Board meeting, we received seven 
odor complaints. On January 23, 2023, staff attended a meeting to review the Odor 
Investigation Plan. The City of Marina is seeking community participants to volunteer for 
an odor panel as part of the study.  

 

Planning and Air Monitoring 

• MBARD will receive a $30,000 grant from CAPCOA to develop cleaner air centers in our 
region.  Cleaner air centers are publicly accessed buildings that are equipped with air 
filtration systems.  These buildings are open to the public so that people can have a 
place to go to take a break from elevated smoke concentrations during a wildfire 
event.  As the grant does not include administrative costs, Planning staff are working 
with Breathe California and the local Offices of Emergency Services to implement the

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program as required by the grant agreement.  The grant will target locating cleaner air 
centers in disadvantaged communities and low-income areas.
